CYCLONE CRAFT
24 - 26 March 2006

On the Friday evening, Patrols arrived at the Base Camp, made shelters out of tarpaulins, 
cooked an evening meal and settled in for the night. 

Early on Saturday morning after cooking breakfast, they checked in for the survival section
They were allowed the warm clothing that they were wearing, a sleeping bag, a small survival/ 
first aid kit, boots or good ankle-supporting shoe and a waterproof parka/raincoat.
 

Each person was provided with a 2 square metres of plastic, 200g of flour, three small 
potatoes, a list of food known to be present at the site at that time of year and the 

equipment to produce a log book (Not to be eaten!!).   
     
A wild pig was spotted but not caught.  Crabs, oysters and paua supplemented the damper 
and roast potatoes that were cooked on the open fires. 

The weather, which had been mainly fine with some cloudy patches on Friday, started to 
deteriorate rapidly on Saturday. There were several heavy rainfalls with stronger wind gusts 
about midday and by evening there was almost continuous rain with very high winds that 
continued all through the night.

Eight Patrols withdrew late Saturday afternoon and by 11 pm four further Patrols were 
withdrawn. On Sunday morning the Judges woke up the members of the remaining three 
Patrols that had slept in their shelters through the cyclone and did the final judging.

All three patrols were from the same Group, Kamo, and the overall winner was the Kauri 
Patrol. 

Mangawhai are to be particularly commended for their continued work on their Log Book on 
Sunday morning after they had been withdrawn from the competition on Saturday night when 
their shelter started to collapse. They knew that they could not win but completed all the 
parts of the competition that they were able to. They proved that they had a true Scouting 
attitude, never gave up and gave their best. Very well done Mangawhai 

Ruakaka entered two Patrols but 6 of the 11 members of the two Patrols walked off back to 
Base Camp without informing any Leaders/Judges that were present and leaving all their 
gear behind (Polythene sheeting, sleeping bags, food, parkas etc). The remaining Scouts, 
while initially very upset, soon perked up and, as a Patrol, built a reasonable shelter, cooked 
their potatoes and made damper. They then returned to their shelter, decided that they 
could do better and remade it. In the practical section the only Patrol that did as well as 
them was Huia (Kamo) who came second overall. The five that stayed were a real credit to 
themselves and their Troop and were awarded a special award for their attitude 

A big thanks to all the adults that transported Scouts to Bland Bay and stayed on to help with 
the camp. The weekend did not progress at all as we had anticipated and I wish to apologize 
to the Leaders and parents that provided transport, stayed and helped out over the 
weekend. I had planned on doing some basic training with new leaders and interested adults 
and have some socializing time while the Patrols were out doing their survival thing. The 
cyclone put paid to that and we all were flat out dealing with returning Patrols. Perhaps at a 
future time with less severe weather conditions prevailing, we could catch up on the training 
and socializing. 

Those Patrols that stayed out the night went away with a great sense of satisfaction and 
accomplishment. Those that had to be withdrawn on Saturday evening knew that they had 
given it their best shot and those that pulled out learnt some valuable lessons on the 
importance of preparation and that even on a warm, late summer afternoon in Northland, if 
you allow yourself to get wet and don’t protect yourself from the wind, you will soon start to 
be effected by hypothermia 

All things considered, the camp coped well with Cyclone Wati and gave both the adults and 
all the Scouts, no matter how successful or not they were in dealing with it, a camp that they 
will always remember.

If you are not 
sure whether the activity that you are planning is suitable, check first with your Area Cub Leader.

Looking Back
• Visit a retirement home.  Provide entertainment and talk to the residents about what the world 

was like when they were Cub age.  Were any of them Cubs?  (Or you could do something 
similar by holding a grandparents’ evening.)

• Hold an activity of at least 90 minutes based on B-P’s 
life.

• Run a Pack meeting with a programme based on 
activities from old Cub books.  Most Scout Halls seem 
to have lots of old books lying around.

• Find out more about the history of your town or local 
area.  You could go exploring to find places of historical 
interest.

Moving Forward
• As a Pack, undertake a community good turn - something that will make your community a 

better palce to live in the future.

• Use modern technology (texting, email, Internet, digital photography, etc) in a Pack activity 
lasting at least 90 minutes.  You could exchange emails with another Cub Pack (tell them what 
you have been doing, send them pictures) or have a treasure hunt but instead of collecting 
things, take digital photos of them.

• Put together a time capsule and bury it.

• Develop some new Cub Interest Badges.  What would you have to do to get the badge?  
What would they look like?  Send your ideas to the National Cub Team.

• Hold a ‘Bring a Friend’ evening aimed  at attracting some new 
members for your Pack.  Everyone - Cubs and Leaders - should 
invite someone along to join in the fun.  Base your programme on 
the favoutire activities of the Cubs in your Pack as selected by 
them.
